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Market Direction: Major Regulation Improvements
"Facilitating Capital Formation and Expanding Investment Opportunities”

Regulatory limits

Maximum Raise: up to $5MM per 12 months
Accredited Investors: no investment limit

Unaccredited Investors: investment limit based on income or net worth
(whichever is higher)

The impact of local crowdinvesting:

Supports diverse and inclusive opportunities for small business owners
Survey of issuers showed 86.4% had female and/or minority founders

Wealth creation opportunities for all; not just the already wealthy

Open access for unaccredited investors and low investment minimums

Supports local economic multiplier effect
Positive correlation between density of locally owned businesses and per capita job growth rate (HBR)
